1.  Every class offered herein will be conducted and judged under the current rules of the United States
Equestrian Federation (USEF) and the Long Island High Score Awards Association (LIHSAA).

2.  The Long Island PHA Horse Show is a member of the Long Island High Score Awards Association.  All
points won at this show will count toward the annual Long Island High Score Awards.  Exhibitors' attention is
drawn to the requirements in regards to the specified minimum number of shows in which an exhibitor must
compete in order to be eligible to receive an award in a particular division or section.  

3.  ENTRIES CLOSE MAY 11.  STALL RESERVATIONS CLOSE MAY 1.
If classes are not filled, post entries will be accepted up to one hour before the class at an additional $25.00 for
all "A" rated sections requiring a combined entry fee, $l5.00 for all classes offering prize money, $5.00 for all
classes not offering prize money. All accounts must be settled by 6:00 p.m. Sunday of the show. Open checks
will be filled in at that time.

4.  Refunds for entries will be made only upon receipt of a veterinarian's certificate attesting to the inability of
horse, due to illness or injury to participate, and the veterinarian's certificate must be received prior to the start
of the show. If a horse has shown in one class in a division, it will not be eligible for a refund.  Refunds will
be mailed. There will be a $25.00 office charge for all refunds. 

5.   Measurement cards and Amateur certification must be presented at the horse show office before back
numbers will be released.  To speed processing, management would appreciate exhibitors sending a photocopy
with their entry blanks.

6.   No entry will be accepted or recorded unless signed by the owner/agent and trainer and the required fees
in negotiable funds accompany a completed entry blank.

7.  A fee of $50, plus collection fees, will be charged for all non-negotiable checks.

8. Temporary or permanent stalls will be assigned on a first come, first serve basis. Stall doors will be provid-
ed.  NO STALLS WILL BE RESERVED WITHOUT PAYMENT IN ADVANCE AND STALL FEES ARE
NOT REFUNDABLE.  Stall fee - $125.

9.  A random computerized jumping order will be established for all classes.  Horses must be ridden in the
order posted.  Riders or trainers who have conflicts due to classes in more than one ring, should see the starter
or manager.  
AT NO TIME WILL A RING BE HELD UP LONGER THAN THREE (3) MINUTES  DUE TO 
CONFLICTS.

10. Prize money will be awarded by check written to cash if requested. Otherwise it will be taken off
exhibitors' checks.  All checks will be void after 30 days.

11. Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes, and to change ring designations/judges in the
interest of time and /or safety.   Management reserves the right to limit courtesy circles in accordance with
USEF Rule HU113.2.



l2.  Every animal entered for competition will be under the control of the Horse Show Management, but the
Show Management, their officials , employees and sponsors shall not be liable or responsible for any loss or
damage to any animal, person or property, which may occur for any reason during the show and it shall be a
condition of entry that each exhibitor hold the LIPHA, and the officials, employees, officers, sponsors and the
facilities at which the horse show is held blameless for any loss or accident to his horse(s), employee(s), or
equipment which may occur from sickness, fire or other cause. 

13.  Should any questions arise that are not provided for in the rules, the same shall be referred to the Show
Committee whose decision shall be final. 

14.  Dogs and other pets must be on a leash at all times. A $50.00 fine will be assessed directly to the entry
blank for any violator.

15. Veterinarian: The official Show Veterinarian's phone number will be posted at the Horse Show Office.

16. Minors who do not have a valid driver's license which allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the
state in which they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but not
limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles, on the competition grounds of licensed
competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above described motorized vehicles
as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver's license. Violations of this rule will be cause
for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing
the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the
competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above
individuals in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with
disabilities are exempt from this rule.  See GR901.29

17. It is compulsory for riders in all Hunter, Jumper and Hunt Seat Equitation classes where jumping is
required and when jumping anywhere on the competition grounds to wear properly fastened protective 
headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM /SEI standards for equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must 
be properly fitted with harness secured. See GR801.2

Life, senior active, and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular
Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving
Competitions at the advanced level, Dressage, Reining, and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides
provided the respective breed/discipline dues or breed/discipline category fee has been paid.   A non-
member may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular
Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions, and Combined
Driving Competitions upon payment of a $20 nonmember registration fee and a $5 breed/discipline 
category fee for each breed/discipline. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the
requirements of this rule; 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 
5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a 
lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA
Endorsed Reining Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes. 9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in
English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner
novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes.
